Observations, suggestions and questions

Thank you Tonia for sending me your slides for your workshop session to review. I enjoyed the experience of reviewing them and giving you feedback. This observation is from just over 1 set of slides. So this feedback is a snapshot of your resources and hence should be taken in that context. 
In OB1 form, you asked if the slides were clear and easy to understand, did the steps make sense and was there anything I would have liked to know that wasn’t added?  
Also, I will briefly mention any other points that I feel could have made the session better.  I’ll be referring to the UK Professional Standards Framework (UKPSF, 2011), which you should get familiar with as the course continues, as you will need to map your work to it, for Fellowship of the Higher Education Academy (FHEA), which is a recognized qualification in addition to your PGCert. So, I will be using codes such as A3, K4 or V1 etc., I will try and summarise what those are, you get familiar with them, without making this a very long written observation. 
What Works Well  
The layout and the design of the slides are excellent and you display very good subject knowledge (K1) on them. There’s simple language and structure (K2) and good evidence of planning of your teaching (A1). The screenshots used as clear, cropped enough to provide context, which is great to see. There is consistency of font and styles used throughout the slides. I was able to follow the steps and they are easy to understand. 
How this resource could be better
After the title slide, depending on what this is being used for, if it’s slides for a face to face session, I would have Session Outcomes – By the end of this session you will be able to: … (using Revised Blooms Taxonomy). 

On slide 4, you have the arrow cutting under the text, which you could have used a different shaped arrow or aligned the text and cropped toolbar different (K2)

On slide 11, the final business card with bleed and crop mark, I would have the text say ‘this is how the final business card looks like’ – make sure of that text area to talk to your students. 

I would have also shown some actual business cards at the beginning so students know what the final design might look like and asked some questions about which were are good vs bad and why, this is formative assessment and good practice, to engage students the assessment criteria, which could also be covered (A3). 

Might be worth asking your students how they have found these slides and how they learn software – YouTube, Instagram or TikTok? I think this step-by-step PDF is very useful, as you can go back and follow the steps at your own pace, a little trickier on video, plus more work for you as the resource creator (V1). Make sure these PDFs are accessible to screen-readers. You get a Blackboard Ally (an accessibility plugin in our Moodle virtual learning environment), and it’s quite accurate. 


Reflection on the observer’s comments and ideas to follow up:

Santanu mentioned the beginning aspect of my slides and I agree that the session outcomes which could have been added is very important to the intro. If this is used for online purposes the outcome listing would be helpful. For the user to check if this teaching material is suitable for them. I will be defiantly making the amends to the slides for improvements and better user experience.
